Solidaric Business means: 

· Same Rights & Same Duties for all Members 
of the Farmers Group

· One Farm/Member one vote

· Profits to be shared equally on guarantied 
ex farm prices, rather small or large farmers

SEEDS OF HOPE Project Goals and Achievements:

· Sustainable income generation with cash crops to 
guarantied prices and guarantied purchase with  
their own hands and resources

· Traditional local subsistence food and agriculture 
systems are being kept for traditional consumption 



SEEDS OF HOPE Project Goals and Achievements:  
· Organic and environmental friendly cultivation and

production on high productivity – 3 Layer Crop



SEEDS OF HOPE Project Goals and Achievements:  

· Education and knowledge transfer north – south
and south – south

· Protecting biodiversity through use of traditional 
varieties 



Loss of Biodiversity on Pepper varieties:

· 95 % of pepper cultivations are hybrids
pushed by science / governmental administration 
/ extension services 

· Only few indigenous breeds are still known and
found only at remote and hidden places  



SEEDS OF HOPE Biodiversity-Project est. 2016: 
The Ark of Pepper, Malabar Coast, Kerala/India

· 72 traditional pepper varieties identified

· Registered and saved at Wayanad / India 

· Ex Situ / In situ conservation 





Loss of Biodiversity here and there:

· 1960 about 15 autochthone pig breeds in Germany
· 1985 about 3 autochthone pig breeds in Germany

· Two breeds could be rescued and reestablished:
Schwäbisch Hällisches Schwein 
Buntes Bentheimer Schwein 

· 2018 about 5 autochthone pig breeds in Germany





Loss of Biodiversity here and there: 
· 1890 Catalog of autochthone fruit trees in 

Baden-Württemberg: 288 Species 
· Today: only about 35 Species left
